Information About the
Clinic

The Carr Wrestling Academy will hold a summer technique
clinic for wrestlers on June 20-21, 2014. This clinic will be
held at Imani Family Life Center in Lexington, Kentucky.
The center is located at 1555 Georgetown Road Lexington,
Kentucky. It is conveniently located minutes away from 1-
75, Embassy Suites, Holiday Inn and the Marriott. This clinic
is open to all ages specifically middle school and high school
wrestlers. This clinic will consist of three two hour
sessions. On the first day the session will begin at 8:00 a.m.
and conclude at 4:00 p.m. All of the sessions on the first day
will be conducted by Zeke Jones and on the second day the
session will be conducted by Coach Joe Carr Sr. and Joe Carr
Jr. These sessions will include technique, intensive drilling
and live wrestling.

Featured Clinician

Zeke Jones, one of the best lightweight wrestlers in U.S. history,
joined USA Wrestling as its Head Coach of the National
Freestyle Program in October 2009. Jones lead the team to the
Olympic Games in London in 2012.

Jones is a past World champion, Olympic silver medalist, World
bronze medalist, 4X World Cup Champion, and 3X NCAA All-
American. Jones, an internationally recognized coach, was
selected as the Olympic Freestyle Coach for the 2004 U.S.
Olympic Team, which competed in Athens, Greece. The U.S. won
three medals in Athens, with a gold by Cael Sanderson and
silvers by Stephen Abas and Jamill Kelly.

He has made numerous contributions as the head coach with
the Sunkist Kids. Jones has also been the head Coach at
Pennsylvania University. Prior to coaching at Penn he served
on the coaching staffs at West Virginia, Arizona State, and
Bloomsburg University.




Coach Joe Carr Sr.

coach Carr Sr. comes from a family that is known
throughout the country for wrestling. The Carr
family is the only family in NCAA history to have five
brothers who are All-Americans. Some of Coach
Carr's accolades include:

3x NCAA All-American,

silver medalist at the Pam American games
USA World Team alternate

2x USA National Champion,

Junior World Silver medalist.

Coach Carr Sr. has coached at Woodford County
High School for thirty years and has won 13 state
championships. He has coached 56 individual state
champions which is more than any other KHSAA
school. Under Coach Carr's leadership, the WCHS
wrestling team championships span from 1972 to the
most recent one in 2006 where he coached 5
individual state champions. Coach Carr was also
name Coach of the Year.

Other
Clinicians

Coach Joseph Carr Jr.

Coach Joseph Carr Jr. as an eighth-grader, was
the youngest state champion in the history of
Kentucky High School wrestling. He finished second
at the state finals his freshman year and followed up
with three consecutive state titles his sophomore,
junior and senior years. Joe graduated from WCHS
with a career record of 242 wins and 7 losses. The
242 wins were a national record from 1997-2004, and
ranked second in 2008.

Coach Carr Jr. received a full athletic scholarship to
West Virginia University. He continued his success
while attending West Virginia University where he
tied for the university's all time wins by a freshman in
all weight classes. In his sophomore year, he won the
Eastern Wrestling League championship; was second
on the team in wins and ranked as high as 7th
nationally. Carr totaled over 100 career wins at WVU
and was a four time NCAA qualifier, two-time Eastern
Wrestling League champion, and a three time
Eastern Wrestling League finalist.

In April of 2008, Coach Carr Jr. was inducted into
the Kentucky High School Hall of Fame. He is only
the second wrestler in Kentucky High School Athletic
Association twenty one year history ever to be
inducted.
